7 But we have this treasure in jars of clay, to show that the surpassing power belongs to God and not to us. ® We are afflicted in every way, but not
crushed; perplexed, but not driven to despair; ? persecuted, but not forsaken; struck down, but not destroyed; *° always carrying in the body the
death of Jesus, so that the life of Jesus may alsc be manifested in our bodies. ** For we who live are always being given over to death for Jesus'
sake, so that the life of Jesus also may be manifested in our mortal flesh. 2 S0 death is at work in us, but life in you,

For the things that are seen are transient, but the things that are unseen are eternal.

Hebrews 12:3-11 (ESV) Do Not Grow Weary
* Consider him who endured from sinners such hostility against himself, so that you may not grow weary or fainthearted. * in your struggle against
sin you have not yet resisted to the point of shedding your blood. ® And have you forgotten the exhortation that addresses you as sons?

“My son, do not regard lightly the discipline of the Lord,
nor be weary when reproved by him.

® For the Lord disciplines the one he loves,

and chastises every son whom he receives.”

Titis for discipline that you have to endure. God is treating you as sons. For what son is there whom his father does not discipline? ® If you are left
without discipline, in which all have participated, then you are illegitimate children and not sons. ° Besides this, we have had earthly fathers who
disciplined us and we respected them. Shall we not much more be subject to the Father of spirits and live? *° for they disciplined us for a short time
as it seemed best to them, but he disciplines us for our good, that we may share his holiness. ™ For the moment all discipline seems painful rather
than pleasant, but later it yields the peaceful fruit of righteousness to those who have been trained by it.

2 Timothy 3:10-17 (ESV} All Scripture Is Breathed Out by God

1o You, however, have followed my teaching, my conduct, my aim in life, my faith, my patience, my love, my steadfastness, - my persecutions and
sufferings that happened to me at Antioch, at lconium, and at Lystra~which persecutions | endured; yet from them all the Lord rescued me. *?
Indeed, all who desire to live a godly life in Christ Jesus will be persecuted, **while evil people and impostors will go on from bad to worse,
deceiving and being deceived. ¥ But as for you, continue in what you have learned and have firmly believed, knowing from whom you learned it **
and how from childhood you have been acquainted with the sacred writings, which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith in Christ
Jesus. *° All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in righteousness, *’ that the
man of God may be complete, equipped for every good wark.

Romans 8:18-30 (ESV) Future Glory
®8 For | consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worth comparing with the glory that is to be revealed to us. *° For the creation waits
with eager longing for the revealing of the sons of God. % For the creation was subjected to futility, not willingly, but because of him who subjected
it, in hope ** that the creation itself will be set free from its bondage to corruption and obtain the freedom of the glory of the children of God. %* For
we know that the whole creation has been groaning together in the pains of childbirth until now. 2> And not only the creation, but we ourselves,
who have the first fruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly as we wait eagerly for adoption as sons, the redemption of our bodies. 2 For in this hope we
were saved. Now hope that is seen is not hope. For who hopes for what he sees? % But if we hope for what we do not see, we wait for it with
patience.
