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How to use your personal and family worship binder resources:
1. Remember these Build the Family resources are for everyone who is a member of GHBC and likewise a member of God’s family. Whether you are single, widowed, a married couple, or have children, this is for you. 

2. Always start with prayer. 
· Consider using A.C.T.S. as your prayer guide to develop and grow in your prayer time.
· Take turns praying.

3. Read the passage assignment for that day.
· Read either the New Testament One Year Reading Plan and/or the 5-day Bible Narratives One Year Plan. Remember the Bible narratives plan is great for young and old alike to get an overall picture of the whole Bible and its revealing of who God is and the message of salvation. Also, with younger children in mind, some of the more mature areas of Scripture are not included with this read through.
· Take turns reading. 

4. Discuss/meditate on the passage and make note of any teachings, commands, sins to avoid, principles, or interesting facts. 
· Select a family scribe, or do so yourself, to write out these observations on your daily journal and prayer sheets. 

5. After you have done your reading, spend a few more minutes to ask and answer your catechism question for the week. 

· Ask the weekly question all five days to help reinforce the answer. Read the verses for each on the first day. You can memorize the italicized portion in each answer and quiz yourself or each other each day. 

6. Memorize and recite your weekly memory verse from the catechism each day.

7. Always close with prayer.
· Make note of all prayer concerns and answered prayers on your daily prayer journal and annotate your weekly self-examination observations at the end of each week on the same sheet.
· Take turns praying.

The Tune My Heart Catechism has deep roots in the traditions of Christians who have gone before. It is based on historic catechisms, including the Heidelberg catechism, the Westminster catechism, Benjamin Keach’s catechism, and Charles Spurgeon’s catechism. Since it has 52 questions, it is manageable to teach children and then regularly review through the years, allowing families to focus on one question per week and progress through the catechism every year. The catechism covers the most significant doctrinal issues, broad enough so that really any evangelical Christian with any denominational or eschatological position can use it (particular denominations can supplement this with their own specific Questions and Answers). It helps teach core doctrines but also is personal, devotional, and addresses the heart. Tune My Heart 52 Week Catechism
